Friendly demeanar,
happy personality. This block of Sangiovese is nestied
in a cooler spot of the vineyard and picked earlier in the
season to keep the natural acidity.

Ynez by their love of the region, wine, and their Icelandic
Horses which adorn each bottle. The wines are named
for their beloved Icelandic Horses and the unique quality
of each horse coincide with the style of the wine. For
the Ma's growing grapes and making wine is a visceral
experience of senses reawakened.
